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NEWS RELEASE: Comments are being accepted on proposed service allocation agreement in
northern Idaho.

BOISE (Feb. 15, 2024) — The Idaho Public Utilities Commission is accepting written comments
on a proposed service allocation agreement between Avista Utilities and Kootenai Electric
Cooperative.

The proposed agreement addresses the allocation of service territory within the Prairie Regional
Shopping Center in Post Falls, Idaho. If approved by the commission, four lots within the
development would be served by Avista and ten lots served by Kootenai Electric.

A service allocation agreement can be approved as long as it doesn’t conflict with the Electric
Supplier Stabilization Act. The act is designed to promote harmony between electricity suppliers,
prohibit the pirating of customers, discourage duplication of electric facilities, stabilize service
territories and stabilize consumers.

Avista said the approval will avoid unnecessary future disputes, needless duplication of facilities
and ensure the best possible electric service to Avista and Kootenai Electric customers.

The commission is accepting written comments on the proposed agreement until March 14,
2024. Comments are required to be filed through the commission’s website or by e-mail unless
computer access is not available.
